Often | am asked questions when someone is considering writing their will or making revisions to their existing
documents. Below is a list of 10 of the most common errors | see on a regular basis.

Ten Common Planning Errors
(This is not an all-inclusive list.)

1. Thinking you do not need a will. Yes, you have an estate! Do you own a home, have an IRA, bank account, car, or
other assets? Failing to have a will often places great stress, anguish and unnecessary costs on your beneficiaries. Re-
member how your children could act when they were 5 years old? At times siblings become 5 year olds again when it is
time to settle their parentods affairs. Proper planning wi
be very effective in helping adult children act like adults.

2. Thinking that the estate tax has been repealed. According to current law, the estate tax goes to an effective rate of
zero for one year, 2010. I f Congress does nothing, on Ja
million. No matter what action Congress takes between now and 2011, your need to have will and other planning docu-
ments will be as strong as ever.

3. Putting it off . Tax law for estates is written with the knowledge that many people put it off long enough and wind up
doing nothing. This will expose your assets to the maximum tax.

4. Writing your own will, copying the will of someone else or buying a one -size-fits-all will, living trust or other documents.
What may be valid for someone else may be wrong for you.
change the names. They do not consider your needs or family dynamics. Work with a qualified financial planner and
consult an attorney who specializes in estate/probate law.

5. Having a will prepared by an attorney not sufficiently versed in estate and probate law . This is like having a doctor who
is an eye specialist treat a knee.

6. Putting the names of your children on the title for your home or other assets . Many parents see this as a way to avoid
probate or the costs of writing wills, trusts or other documents. This can be a tragic mistake. If your child ever has
financial issues, it becomes party to a lawsuit. Your home, CDs, other assets could be lost. Proper planning will help
protect you and pass assets to children.

7. Feeling that you have to leave everything to the kids or treat all of them equally . Talk about your family dynamics with a
qualified financial planner and your estate/probate attorney.

8. Thinking that all gifts should wait until death . Many gifts bring so much more joy to donor and recipient when made
during life. Some gifts to heirs or charities are much more beneficial to the donor when made during life than when
made through a will.

9. Assuming that you are going to have to live the rest of your life as if you are going to run out of money . Some people
may run out of money, but far too many people have unrealistic fears of dying penniless. Sometimes, simple planning
can provide you with the assurance you will not run out of assets and provide wonderful gifts to the Bethlehem Endow-
ment and your beneficiaries.

10. One way to help assure your desires for your assets are realized. Utilize proper planning! There are many options to
secure your income, avoid tax, |leave a |l asting testament t
